	Poll Results and Analysis – Waukesha County Likely Voters


Take Back selected a random sample of voters from the voter file in Waukesha County, WI using an innovative method of stratifying samples based on a set of demographic and behavioral characteristics.  The sample for this survey was stratified based on geography, age, gender and voting behavior.  The methodology allows us to avoid post-survey “weighting” which can reduce the reliability of survey results.

Respondents were contacted by either cellular or landline phone via a live telephone operator interview between January 13 and January 17 . The study has a sample size of n=400 likely voters.  The margin of error is equal to +/- 4.90% for the sample in 95 out of 100 cases.

Key Finding

· Men and women agree Election Integrity and Inflation are the top two Issues that need to be addressed.  More than 30 percent stating the most important issue is election integrity. The only distinct difference is men rank Crime in your area as their third most important issue, while women rank Covid third. 
Applied Subjective Analysis

Among likely voters, the issue of election integrity ranked as the issue 31.3 percent would most like to see addressed, followed by inflation at 24 percent, COVID at 13.5 percent and crime at 10.3 percent. 

Voters who have a favorable view of President Biden do not share the same policy priorities as those with an unfavorable view. Those who approve of Biden rank COVID as more important than inflation, while those with an unfavorable view of Biden rank inflation as more important than COVID.

Key Finding

· More than 60 percent of women believe John Chisholm should be fired. A plurality of all voters strongly believe John Chisholm should be fired.  
Applied Subjective Analysis

Although the question was asked near the end of the poll, voters' feelings related to firing District Attorney John Chisholm following the Waukesha County Christmas parade tragedy likely was at the forefront of respondent’s minds. The support for firing District Attorney Chisholm is strong, with voters supporting his removal by a more than 2:1 margin. When asked about the intensity of their opinion, 48 percent strongly support firing Chisholm as related to only 14 percent who strongly oppose firing him. 

Likely voters who hold an unfavorable opinion of Gov. Tony Evers feel the strongest about the need to fire Chisholm, with 74 percent agreeing he should be fired, compared to only 14 percent who do not believe he should be fired.  

Respondents who have a neutral opinion of Gov. Evers and could be inferred as unaffiliated or independent voters, also affirm their belief that Chisholm should be fired by a 4:1 margin, with 64 percent supporting firing Chisholm as compared to 16 percent who oppose firing him. 

Among the one-third of respondents who have a favorable view of Gov. Evers, fewer than a majority of those supporters, or 48 percent, oppose firing Chisholm.

Applied Subjective Analysis

Among likely voters, 60.8 percent have an unfavorable view of President Biden, which is approximately the percent who voted for President Trump. Only 33 percent have a favorable view of Biden, 7 percent fewer than the number of voters who voted for him in the previous election and roughly the same as the decline in his national favorability ranking.  

The intensity of unfavorable voters is extremely strong, with 55 percent stating they have a very unfavorable view of Biden and only 18 percent holding a very favorable view.

Applied Subjective Analysis

Receiving a slightly higher rating than President Biden, 34 percent of likely voters have a favorable impression of Gov. Evers, just slightly higher than the percent who voted for him in the last election. With 58 percent of respondents affirming an unfavorable opinion of Gov. Evers, nearly 51 percent find him strongly unfavorable while a mere 15 percent find him very favorable. 
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
